ORDINANCE NO. 1279

AN ORDINANCE OF THE DRAPER CITY COUNCIL TO RESTRICT PARKING
NEAR THE COYOTE HOLLOW TRAILHEAD AND ADJACENT CITY STREETS.

WHEREAS, residents in the neighborhood near the Coyote Hollow trailhead have
expressed concerns about the amount of parking and traffic at the trailhead and on adjacent streets,
and;

WHEREAS, the Draper City Council wishes to find a solution that balances residents’
concerns as well as those of trailhead users, and;

WHEREAS, the Draper City Council has taken public input and studied the options
available to address the parking issues in the area; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF DRAPER
CITY, STATE OF UTAH, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Approval. The City Council hereby approves Ordinance #1279 restricting
parking in the Coyote Hollow area as shown in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein
by reference.

Section 2. Severability. If any section, part, or provision of this Ordinance is held
invalid, or unenforceable, such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect any other portion of
this Ordinance, and all sections, parts, and provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable..

Section 3. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon
publication or posting or 30 days after final passage, whichever is closer to the date of final
passage.
